Tim Padmore on his James finished on 10 in the Vintage 2 stroke class, beating 

Nick Nicholson on his Bantam on 15. 

          We all enjoyed riding some flat out hill climbs such as Axe Lane, and 

observer Dave Powell must have had a good time scoring his hill section in 

Westhill, which was a real treat to ride.
